ASSOCIATION which shall be referred to herein for convenience as the “Association.”

Section2.  Principal Office. The principal office of the Association shall be in the
County of Tuolumne, State of California. . : : .

ARTICLE I

Purpose and Powers

, Section 1.  Puipose. The primary putpose of the Association shall be to further and
‘promote the common interests and welfare of its Members within-the subdivided land area
situated in Mariposa and Tuolumne counties, California- known and to be known generally as .
Lake Don Pedro, referred-to herein for convenience as the “Subdivision.”

Section 2. Powers. The Association shall do whatever is necessary, conducive,
incidental or advisable to accomplish and promote its object and purposes, except carrying on a
business or trade for profit, and in connection therewith shall have but shall not be limited to, the
following powers: . S ' '

: (@  To acquire real or personal property by gift, purchase or other means;
(b)  To own, hold, enjoy, lease, operate, maintain, convey;-sell, assign,
transfer, mortgage or otherwise encumber, or dedicate for public use, any

(c) To exercise the powers and functions granféd' to it in the recorded
restrictions of each unit in the Subdivision;

To appoint such committees as may be necessary to, or convenieﬁt in, the
discharge of any of its obligations or powers; :

To prescribe and to levy subject to ARTICLE VIII hereof, an annual
charge upon its Members to declare the same a lien against the property

 subject thereto in accordance with the recorded restrictions of each unit in .
the Subdivision;

To prescribe and enforce motor vehicle speed limits within the
Subdivision; ,

To sue to collect any charges not paid and in connectlon there\mth to
foreclose any hen granted to it;

To borrow money, contract debts, and issue bonds, notes and debentures

To expend its moneys for the payment and dlscharge ofall proper costs,

expenses and obligations incurred in carrying out all or any of these.

Membership
Classes. There shall be two (2) classes of Membershlp in the ASSOCIEIIOI],

i.e., Members and Associate Members.
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Member.

Section2.  Members. Membership shall be appurtenant to lots (as the same as
defined herein) in the Subdivision and all persons who become owners thereof shall, by reason of
such ownership, become and- hereby are made Members of the Association. The Subdivision -
developer shall be a Member by reason of its inventory. of unsold lots. g

‘Members shall' be limited to the owners of not less than one (1) lot (as the same as
defined herein) in the Subdivision. ‘Only one (1) of any number of co-owners of a lot shall be a
Member. A lot held by a husband and wife in any form of joint ownership, including community
property, shall qualify the owners for one (1) Membership only, to be issued in the name of the

" husband unless otherwise directed. - ‘

Ownership of more than one (1) lot shall entitle the owner to all the rights and privileges

- of Membership and shall subject such owner to all the liabilities and duties thereof that ‘are

attendant to the ownership of each lot separately; provided, however, that the Association may
issue a single certificate or other evidence of Membership relating to all of such lots; and provide '

further that the owner of more than one (1) lot shall be considered as a single Member only for

purposes of iotice and determination of Associate Memberships.

A Member shall be entitled to one (1) vote for each lot in the Subdivision owned by such

Section3.  Associate Members. The following "shall be entitled to Associate

_ Persons qualifying under more than one (1) of the above categories shall, nevertheless, be
entitled to only a single Associate Membership. ‘ ' .

Associate Members shall have no vote or right to notice of any meeting of Members,
regular or special. Associate Members shall not be required t6 pay an annual charge but shall be
entitled to enjoy all the privileges of Membership, subject however, to their observance of all
rules and regulations governing the conduct of Members. ‘ ‘

. Associate Membership- shall cease automatically upon termination of the status giving
rise to such Membership.

Members and Associate Members, and the guest of each, shall
have the use of the streets and' parks in the Subdivision and any other property or facilities: from
time to‘time owned by the Association, subject to the provisions of the restrictive covenants of
the various: units of the Subdivision: from time to. time recorded and such other rules for the use
of the streets, parks or other property or faclhues as may be adopted by the Board of Dxrectors of

ARTICLE IV

Evidence of Membership and Transfer

: Section'1.* - Membership Certificates. - Certificates of Membership in the Association
shall be issued to Members only. They shall be in such form as the Board of Directors shall
designate and shall be issued over the signature of the President or Vice President and Secretary
or Assistant Secretary. A certificate book shall be maintained in which shall be shown the name
of the Member, the certificate number, date of issue and a sufficient description of the lots giving
rise to such-Membership. Membership of the Subdmsmn developer need not be ev1denced by
certificates of Membership.

Section 2.  Transfer. Membership in the Association. is transferable only upon the
conveyance ‘of the - lot giving rise to such Membership and any other attempted transfer or
assignment of Membership shall: be null and void. Transfers of record which occur by reason of
the conveyance of any lot subsequent to the initial conveyance from the Subdivision developer
-shall be stbject to a fee of $25.00 (twenty-ﬁve dollars) and to the payment of all indebtedness to
the Association of the Member Whose Membership is transferred

‘Section 3. Issuance Members shall be entxtled to -exercise all of the rights and
privileges of Membershlp, and they shall be subject to- all of the obligations and liabilities
thereof, without the actual issuance and possession of certificates of Membersh1p provided,
however, that the Association ‘shall incur no liability for failure to give adequate notice to
Members not of record , :

Sectmn 4. Membershlp Cards. The Assocmtmn may issue cards to Members and/or
Associate Members from time to time as the Board of Directors may deem necessary to assure
proper control and identification. In any event, a roster of Associate Members shall be kept
sufficiently current to assure proper identification and control. :

Meeting of Members

Section 1. Place of Meetings. Any meeting of the Members of the Association shall
be held in Mariposa or Tuolumne Counties, California, at such partlcular place therem as stated
in the notlce for such meetmg

Sectlon 2. Annual Meeting

(a) Time and Date. The annual meetmg of the’ Members of the Assoclatlon
for the election of Directors whose terms wxll expire in such year, and for
the transaction of such other business as may properly come before the
meeting, shall be held on the second Saturday of October begmmng -at
10:00 a.m. at the Hacienda.

()  Notice. Written notice of each annual meeting shall be given to each
Member, either personally or by mail or other means of written
commumcatlon, charges prepaid, addressed to such Member at his record
address appearing on the books of the Association.* All such Notices-shall -
be sent to Members not less than ten (10) days nor more. than ninety (90)
days before each meeting, if Notice is mailed by first-class registered or

- certified mail. If Notice is given by mail and is n6t mailed by first-class
registered or certified mail, then it must be mailed hot less than twenty
~ (20) days before the meeting. Notice shall specify the place, the date and
the hour of such meeting, and shall also state the general nature of the
business or proposal to be considered or acted upon at such meeting.
Notice shall include those matters which the Board, at the time of the
. giving .of Notice, intends to present for action by the Members. Any
~ proper matter may be presented at the meeting for such action, except
those matters requmng specific Notlce pursuant to apphcable laWS :

Section 3. Special Megl_gg s. Special meetings of the Members for any purpose or
purposes whatsoever may be called at any time by the President, or by a majority of the Board of
Directors, or by one (1) or more Members holding rot less than forty percent (40%) of the voting
power of the Association.- Except in special cases where other express provision is made by
statute, notice of such special meetings shall be given in the same manner as for anmal meetings
of Members. Notices of any special meeting shall be sent to each Member entitled thereto not
less. than twenty-one (21) days or more than sixty (60) days before such meeting and shall
specify, in addition to the place, date and hour of such meeting, the general nature of the business
to be transacted. , , , ,

‘Section 4. Adlourned Meetmgs and Notice Thereof. Any Members ‘meeting, anmual
or special, whether or not a quorum is present, may be ad;oumed from time to time by the vote
of a majority of the voting power of which is either present in person or represented by proxy
thereat but in the absence.of a quorum, no other business may be transacted at any such meeting.



When any Members’ meeting, either annual or special, is adjourned for thirty (30) days
or more, notice of the adjourned meeting shall be given as in the case of an original meeting.
Save as aforesaid, it shall not-be necessary to give any notice of the time and place of the
adjourned meeting or of the business to be transacted thereat, other than by announcement at the |
meeting at which such adjournment is taken.

Section 5.  Quorum. The presen‘ce in person or by proxy of the holders of forty
percent.(40%) of the Membership entitled to vote at any meeting shall constitute a-quorum for -
the transaction of business. The Members present at a duly called or held nieetirig at which a
quorum is present may continue to do business until adjournment, notwithstanding the

- withdrawal of enough Members to leave less than a quorum.

If any meetmg, annual ‘or special, cannot be held for lack of a quorum, the same may be
adjourned as hereinabove provided, for a period of not less than forty-eight (48) hours nor more
than thirty (30) days from the time the original meeting was called, at which adjourned meeting
the quorum requirement shall be reduced to the presence in person.or by proxy of not less than
twenty-five (25%) of the Menibership entltled to vote.

... Section 6.01 Votmg Rights. Except as otherwise provided by law, only Members in
Good Standing and not suspended as defined in this section as of the record date for voting
purposes, fixed as provided in ARTICLE IX, Section 1, of these Bylaws shall be entitled to vote
at such meeting. By resolution, the Board may suspend the voting rights .arising from a Lot for
the penod during which any assessment or other charge due the Association from such Lot
remains unpaid and delinquent. Fractional voting is not permitted. Voting may be by: voice vote
or by secret ballot; provided, however, that all elections for Directors and all other matters to be
voted upon dt a meeting of the Membership shall be by secret ballot if a demand for a secret
ballot is made by a Member before voting begins. Every Member entitled to vote at any election
for Directors shall have the right to cumulate his votes and give one (1) candidate a number of
votes. equal to the number of votes to which Member is entitled, or to distribute such Member’s
votes on the same principle among as many candidates as such Member thinks fit. The
candidates receiving the h1ghest number of votes up to the number of Directors to be elected
shall be elected. Members may not cumulate votes unless a Member has first given notice of that
Member’s intention to do so at the meetmg, pursuant to Caleorma Corporatlon Code Section
7615 (b). :

Section 7.  Action Without Meeting. Any action, except as otherwise provided by
law, which, under the applicable provisions of law may be taken at a meeting of the Members,
may be taken without a meeting, if authorized in writing by all of the Members who would be
entitled to vote upon such action at a meeting, and filed with the Secretary of the Association.
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
